Bringing the troop back together
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• Coverage on baby Jameela’s journey since March 22 has totaled 319 media hits, reaching an estimated 750 million at an ad equivalency 
value of $6.9 million.

• There were 115 broadcast and digital stories in Ohio, 102 stories in Texas where Jameela was born, and media hits in more than a 
dozen other states.

• Additionally, social media has garnered more than 2.5 million impressions driving 225,000 engagements.
